2. The online system used in the class

system, you will receive important notices from your instructors regarding your
classes (classroom information, submission of assignments, etc.).
The International Affairs Division will inform you of your login ID and password for
the online system when the exchange program starts.

3. How to take classes

For face-to-face classes: Go to the classroom listed in the separate booklet to
take the class. If there is a change of classroom, the instructor will contact you via
the online system.

For online classes: Online classes will be conducted via zoom, etc. Each
instructor will provide you with a zoom meeting ID and passcode via the online
system.

The first week of the semester is a trial period, during which you can participate
in the first class and decide whether or not you want to take the class. If you wish
to make changes like additions or cancellations to your courses, please notify the
International Affairs Division by the specified due date.

5. Participation in the Orientation

Orientation will be given in the first class. You must attend it. If you are unable
to attend the orientation, a recording of the orientation may be available for you
to view.
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6. Purchase of textbooks
Depending on the class you are taking, you may need to purchase your own

textbooks. You can find the textbooks in the syllabus, or you will be informed

about them by the instructor in the first class.
